In attendance on the conference call were:  Mark H, Trent, Sharma, Kathy, and Dawn
We reviewed the assignments that people had from the previous call:
Sharma- contacted chambers of commerce and found that in the Seattle area hotels would run between $100-$150 per night.  She was unable to find any other sites recommended at this time.  One contact advised that if a home is rented, if the person who is staying just prior to our scheduled time wanted to extend their stay, this would be allowed.  That would then interfere with our reservation and could put our reunion into a bind.  she is still waiting for a call back from a reunion planner in the Seattle area.
 

Trent- had no report to give
Dawn-had no report to give
Uncle Mark had a conflicting concert and did not provide any information
Kathy- emailed several sites to the committee prior to the meeting.  
 

Vashon Island, Hostel--has cabins, teepees, wagons, tentsites and a B&B onsite.  Prices range from $11-80/per night.  There is a shared kitchen, and catering would most likely be available.  There is no pool or natural water.  there is a public pool on the island itself.  It is approximately 1 hour from Sea Tac Airport
 

Ocean Part Retreat Center--has RV, tent and cabins available.  The kitchen is available to rent.  Downside is that it is 3 hours from Sea Tac airport
 

Kathy also wanted to reconsider the YMCA of the Rockies, Estes Park site.  It had a variety of inexpensive accommodations, lots of activities, and a shuttle from the airport.  Concerns are that it is not the Seattle area, and it is at 7500' elevation.  It is 1 hour, 45 minutes from the Denver Airport.  Aunt Sharma states that Uncle Bob did not have difficulty with the elevation at the Hopkins (approximately 5000').
 

Mark H-provided information on a site given to him by Forrest, Ensign Ranch.  It is an LDS conference area that is low cost, has tent sites and cabins (fairly rustic).  There are only refridgerators in the cabins.  there are many activities including swimming and horseback riding.  One main lodge sleeps 84 people.  Concerns from the group included:  limitations by the site (one-piece bathing suits for women, no cigarettes, and unmarried couples in separate cabins) and that reservations cannot be made until 8/1 of the previous year.
 

Trent brought up a concern that when we look at housing options, his family would be most comfortable in their own separate space.  Dawn concurred that this was true for her family as well.
 

While on the call, Dawn was able to access some other YMCA sites in the Washington area (including Camp Seymour).  This needs further exploration.
 

Assignments made:
Kathy-will follow up with YMCA of the Rockies, Estes Park--clarify when a reservation can be made
Dawn--will follow up on Vashon Island Youth Hostel--when a reservation can be made and location of the public pool
Sharma--will follow up with her reunion planner in Seattle
We will ask that Uncle Mark follow up with the University of Washington contact he has, as well as look into the YMCA Camp Seymour (availability and reservation time frame)
We will ask that Betsy continue to follow up with her marketing  contacts and report back.
